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B. Affective skills to be demonstrated in all classroom, laboratory, and clinical situations:

1. The athletic training student must possess the emotional health and stability
required to fully utilize their intellectual abilities, to adapt to changing
environments and to function effectively in stressful situations.

2. The athletic training student must demonstrate ethical behaviors in
compliance with the ethical standards of the National Athletic Trainers’
Association (NATA).

3. The athletic training student must be able to communicate in both oral and
written form with patient/athlete and other members of the health care
community to:

a. effectively and sensitively elicit information.

b. convey information essential for safe and effective care.

4. The athletic training student must be aware of and interpret non-verbal
communications.

5. The athletic training student must be able to acknowledge and respect
individual values and opinions to foster harmonious working relationships
with colleagues, peers, and patient/athletes.

6. The athletic training student must possess appropriate demeanor and rapport
that relate to professional etiquette and quality patient care.

C. Psychomotor skills to be demonstrated in all classroom, laboratory, and clinical
situations:

1. The athletic training student must have sufficient motor function as reasonably
required to:
a. Safely provide general assessment/evaluation, treatment procedures,
and rehabilitation/reconditioning
